The Fifth Trumpet and The Opening of the Bottomless Pit

Revelation Chapter 9

In this scene of John’s vision of the revelation of Jesus Christ, the fifth trumpet is sounded after an interruption by an angel who proclaims the three “woes,” which introduced the last three trumpets. The resemblance between the items contained in the first four trumpets and to the things that happened to Egypt in Moses’ day is noteworthy. The fifth trumpet makes this even clearer. At the sound of this fifth trumpet an angel like a star fell to the earth from heaven, and the key to the bottomless pit was given to him for his assignment. Some have interpreted the “star” that fell from heaven to be Satan or a fallen angel. But if this angel had the key to the bottomless pit is normally held by Jesus the Lamb of God, then I believe the angel like a star John saw that fell from heaven to the earth was a good angel from heaven on an errand for The Lord Jesus. The bottomless pit represents the place of demons and of Satan, the king of demons.  When the angel opened the bottomless pit the smoke that came out of it darkened the sun and the atmosphere. Locusts come on the scene—differing from the locust invasion of Egypt in that they come from the bottomless pit. These locusts are demons –evil spirits ruled by Satan, they are fallen angels who joined Satan in his rebellion. God limits what they can do; they can do nothing without his permission. They torture but do not kill men and women, according to the divine command. These locusts have a king by the name Abaddon. The locusts are commanded not to touch anyone who has the seal of God on his or her forehead. Thus the people of God are supernaturally preserved from this.
The name Abaddon should sound familiar to those who have read Jim Shaw’s book “The Deadly Deception.” According to Jim Shaw, strangely enough as a Mason goes through the 32 degrees of the Scottish rite, he ends up giving worship to every Egyptian pagan god, the gods of Persia, gods of India, Greek gods, Roman gods, Babylonian gods, and others.  As you come to the 17th degree, the Masons claim that they will give you the password that will give the person entrance at the judgment day to the Masonic deity, the great architect of the universe.  It is very interesting that this secret password is "Abaddon," also known as Apollyon in Greek.
Now when we looked up the meaning of this secret password “Abaddon” in the Bible, in Revelation 9: 10, 11, it goes on to describe those in the abyss, and then continues to say that  they had a king over them; the angel of the Abyss, whose name in Hebrew is Abaddon..."  The 'angel' of the Abyss (Hell) is really the chief demon whose name is Abaddon.  Masons claim then, that the deity they worship is Abaddon! Not God. Not Jesus. But the number one servant of Lucifer (Satan). Strange as it may sound, it is the same deity the people of the earth had taken his name (password) upon themselves that will be sent to torment and destroy them. In other words, it is Satan their god who had deceived them that will torment them day and night for five months and at the end he will drag them to hell.
9:13. The sixth trumpet sounds and four destroying angels and their army of two hundred thousand thousand or 200 Million horsemen are released to do the bidding of God. These four angels do not have the power to release themselves and do evil work on earth. Instead, they are held back by God and will be released by Him as a specific time doing only what He allows them to do. I believe that because of the number of people on earth that shall take on this secret password “Abaddon” to themselves, these angels would be permitted to bring the retributive justice of God with them and execute divine judgment against unbelievers. The ruin and devastation of the invading army of demons mark this scene in which a third of mankind is killed and the remainder of men and women are warned about their impending judgment. One would think that the devastation that have just taken place would make the remainder of the people on earth to think again, and refrain from their sinful ways and serve the Almighty God. But these people were so hardhearted that even plagues did not drive them to God. So in verse 20 we read that the terrifying account of the angelic judgment does not cause impenitent men and women to change their ways or abandon their ungodly living. They refuse to repent of the works of their hands that they should not worship namely: “devils, and idols of gold, and silver, and brass, and stone, and of wood which neither can see nor hear, nor walk.” These would not repent of their murders, or of their sorceries, or of their fornication which goes hand in hand with Luciferian worship, nor of their thefts. What is significant is the fact that what happens is said to come at a specific hour, day, month, and year. God’s timetable is at work and nothing can hinder it or stop it from coming to pass. The warning here is loud and clear. Anyone who allows sin to take root in his or her life will end up in this predicament. Because temptation entertained today becomes sin tomorrow, a habit the next day, then death and separation from God forever.  To think you could not become this evil is the first step toward a hard heart. Apostle Paul says, “Let the person who thinks he’s standing, take heed (watch out) lest he fall.” (1 Cor. 10:12).
Note. The end of this present world system will be marred by persistent impenitence by unbelievers and a refusal to heed the warnings conveyed to them through apocalyptic events of staggering magnitude. Every man or woman who has ears to hear should hear and turn to God today for salvation.
